The evolution of life on Earth is marked by a series of major transitions in which
independent self-replicating units came together and started to reproduce as a team: genes
within genomes, cells within multicellular organisms, and individuals within societies. An
outstanding goal of evolutionary biology is to explain how these transitions to new levels
of collective organisation occur. In humans, theory and data suggest that an evolutionary
history of intergroup conflict — or warfare - might explain our own striking propensity to
cooperate in large groups and with non-kin. Warfare is also a feature of social behaviour in
many other social organisms, from bacteria to chimpanzees. Could intergroup conflict play
a general role in social evolution, shaping societies to become more cohesive, cooperative,
and closely integrated? Here | describe my research on wild mammals and social insects
which aims to understand how the causes and consequences of intergroup conflict in animal
societies, including humans; and whether nature provides any insight into the factors that
promote peace.

The single chirality of the amino acids and sugars that make up the building blocks of
life has fascinated scientists and laymen alike since Pasteur’s first painstaking separation
of the enantiomorphic crystals of a tartrate salt over 150 years ago. In the past several
decades, a number of theoretical and experimental investigations have helped to delineate
models for how one enantiomer might have come to dominate over the other from what
presumably was a racemic prebiotic world. Our work has highlighted mechanisms that
include either chemical or physical processes, or a combination of both. While much of the
scientific driving force for this work arises from an interest in understanding the origin of
life, research focusing on mechanisms for the enantioenrichment of chiral molecules has
the potential to impact a wide range of applications, most notably in the synthesis and
formulation of pharmaceuticals.

Transformative experiences are momentous, life-changing experiences that shape who
we are and what we care about. Going to war, winning the lottery, having a baby, being
spiritually reborn — these are experiences that can transform you, by restructuring the
nature of your lived experience.

As such, they transform you epistemically: having these new kinds of experiences gives you
access to new experiential truths. But thisisn't all they can do. If an epistemic transformation
leads to a change in a core value, you may also undergo a personal transformation, where
some of your personally defining dispositions are changed. A transformative experience is
an experience that is both epistemically and personally transformative.

I will discuss the nature and structure of the way these experiences change our values and
the implications for rational decision making.

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The Traveling Salesman Problem

Given a collection of locations, the traveling salesman problem, or TSP for short, asks for
the shortest route to visit them all. Simple enough. And the problem arises in many practical
contexts, such as bringing packages to your doorstep. But even a whisper of the TSP strikes
fear in the heart of the computing world. A Washington Post article reported it would take
1,000 years to compute the most efficient route between 22 cities.”

This claim, however, ignores 70 years of intense study. A 22-city TSP can be handled in a snap
with modern methods, even on an iPhone. And if you need to visit the nearest 2,079,471
stars, there is a route, ready to go, that is guaranteed to be no more than 1.0000074 times
longer than a shortest possible tour.

The general setting is the following: complexity theory suggests there are limits to the power
of general-purpose computational techniques, in engineering, science and elsewhere. But
what are these limits and how widely do they constrain our quest for knowledge? The TSP
can play a crucial role in this context, demonstrating whether or not focused efforts on a
single, possibly unsolvable, model will produce results beyond our expectations.

We will discuss the history of the TSP and its applications, together with recent computational
efforts towards exact and approximate solutions.
